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This report covers the period from Aug. 22 to Aug. 30, 2010. The lake level elevation began at 357.65’ and ended at 357.60’.  Outflows from Lake Murray for downstream needs averaged around 500 cfs for the period. Based on flows at the Chappells gauge below Lake Greenwood,  inflows to Lake Murray averaged around 600 cfs for the period. On Aug. 29, the lake level at Lake Greenwood was 439 ft. which is one foot below full pool. During the hot summer months, reduction in lake level due to evaporation and municipal withdrawals can be significant- 100 to 200 cubic feet per second = 1-2 inches per week On Aug 29, Lake Murray was four tenths of a foot below the normal full operating pool (358’).
