The US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has under review a development application for FHA Mortgage Insurance for a proposed development called Marina Bay Apartments. The proposal intends to development a 216 unit multi family apartment complex on approximately 11.85 acres of land adjacent to the Lake Murray Marina located at the intersection of Sunshine Road and 1600 Marina Rd. 

HUD indicated that its primary concern is potential impacts to wetlands and while there are no jurisdictional or non-jurisdictional wetlands on site, Lake Murray surrounds the subject property and is identified as a wetlands.  HUD’s policy is “not to consider direct or in-direct wetland or flood plain development unless there are no practical alternatives.” 
The Lake Murray Homeowners Coalition shares HUD’s concerns relating to potential impacts to wetlands, in this case Lake Murray. This area is heavily developed, is the home of the two largest marinas on the lake, and is in close proximity to commercial development along highway # 6 and #76. In your review of this application, we ask HUD to weigh in heavily the possibility that storm water pollutants could reach Lake Murray. On site treatment of storm water run off, such as a permanent sediment pond, should be a condition for approval.  We also ask HUD to consider potential impacts to adjacent neighborhoods, property values, and traffic congestion.
